AIMS@UNM  STUDENT DRESS CODE (rev. 2007) 

AIMS@ UNM  is located on the University of New Mexico Science and Technology Park, which houses a multitude of Science and Technology 
businesses.  It is the privilege of AIMS@UNM to be housed on this location, and it is our  responsibility to present an image that in no way detracts 
from the business atmosphere of the Park. The purpose of the Albuquerque Institute for Mathematics and Science @UNM dress code is to create a 
professional, safe and respectful community where students can place their sole focus on learning as well as make AIMS@UNM student readily 
identifiable to park tenants and security for our students safety.   The dress code is in effect from the start of the school day until the end of the school 
day.  

Tops:  Students must wear a PLAIN  BLACK or WHITE short or long sleeved shirt WITH A COLLAR at all times, with the exception of AIMS 
wear (approved by the school) or RED UNM LOBO wear in observance of Red Lobo Friday.  Jackets will not qualify as replacements to collard 
shirt.  Shirts may not be excessively baggy and must be buttoned up.  Shoulder seams must be at the shoulders and shirts cannot hang down below 
mid-thigh level.
